Helped by the cheering crowd many great saves, digs, sets, spikes and serves could be observed, every now and then mixed-up with some less skilled moves that you would only like to see with the opponents.

Both semis were played as ‘best of three sets’ and the strong Dayaks were really put to the challenge by a very strong Exploration team who took them to a 3 setter in a very good match. Set scores were 15-4, 1-15, 15-2 and hence the Dayaks were the first team that had entered the finals. 

In the other semi the Sharkies narrowly escaped in the first set (15-13), but forced  Exploration A to resign in the second (15-6).

This year’s final therefore was between the Sharkies and Dayaks-1. The Sharkies were pumped-up and had planned to outperform themselves against last year’s cup winner. 

The Dayaks, however, showed quite convincingly what their intentions were and won in two sets (15-5, 15-4).

This brought an end to the tournament and after the prize giving celebrations could really start.
