Sail Racing Format
Hobie 16
All races to count towards the final overall team result
Laser
The computed average of each days racing will count as one race results towards the final overall team result. It is planned to hold two races per day back to back, different helm per day is required. So: day 1 will add one score to the overall Regatta result, and day 2 will add one score.
Toppers
The Topper fleet result based on the best 3 Topper races per team will count as one race result in the overall Regatta. Schedule of races will be distributed by the Topper race coordinator.
Optimist
Optimist race winner gets 4 points deducted from final score, 3 points deducted for the runner up, 2 point deducted for 3rd place, 1 pnt deducted for 4th place. 
Relay Race
The Relay race will count as one race result towards the overall result. Each team will sail a H16, a laser and a Topper around the Relay course.
Scoring system 
The scoring system will be the Low Points System except that before the start of any Hobie race a team may present a “Joker” card which will reduce the points allocated for that race by 50%. The “Joker” card can only be used on a Hobie race. This “Joker” can only be utilised once during the entire regatta. 
Fancy dress
Hobie 16 Team event – on the Thursday only: 3 points deducted from the final score for the winner, 2 points deducted for the runner up, 1 point deducted for 3rd place. Originality and spectator entertainment will be taken into account. Judging will be done by an independent judge.
Penalty Points:
Fancy dress
5 penalty points added to the final team score for non participation

Rescue boat/OOD support
1 penalty point per person will be added for a no or late show for rescue boat support or OOD table support. A schedule will be issued to the team captains on March 2nd. 2 duty persons per team required per race.
Rest Period
If a H16 helm or crew sails before the compulsory rest period of 2 races has been completed, two penalty point per person will be added

Laser race
If the same Laser sailor sails on both days 4 penalty points will be added.
Optimist race
5 penalty points added to the final team score for non participation
